Ohio’s 4-H School Enrichment program is dedicated to the delivery of creative 
and integrated agriculture and life science programming within Ohio’s elemen-
tary classrooms. Emphasis is placed on helping students become proficient in their un-
derstanding of science content and competent in their ability to apply science knowledge 
in meaningful ways. In addition, Ohio’s 4-H School Enrichment curriculum materials are 
keyed to Ohio’s Academic Content Standards and Indicators in all subjects, mainly sci-
ence. This allows teachers to improve their instruction by expanding their repertoire of 
highly effective, hands-on activities.  

 

The national 4-H definition of school enrichment is "groups of youth receiving a sequence 
of learning experiences in cooperation with school officials during school hours, to sup-
port the school curriculum. It involves direct teaching by Extension staff or trained volun-
teers, including classroom teachers. 4-H school enrichment is another way to teach 

knowledge and skills to youth.

A great program to assist in teaching 
about the Underground Railroad.       
Students will be able to see miniature 
quilts made by the 4-H Fashion Board 
that includes 15 secret signs used on the 
Underground Railroad. Student will also 
be able to make their own paper quilt!

This program will increase the   
awareness of various creepy crawlies.  
Students will learn the difference   
between insects and other             
arthropods, “see” the world from a 
bug’s point of  view, and much more.

Students will learn where weather 
occurs, the water cycle, and different 
kinds of weather.

Super science with soybeans!  Learn the 
history of soybeans and how they are used 
in everyday products. Students will learn 
about water, its properties and other states 

of matter with the help of soy-related products.  Les-
son includes hands- on activities. You even get to see 
real soybeans!
